My Fair Lady is a classic play which is so much fun . 

This play is set in London and is about a man called Professor Higgins , a linguist, who studies different accents and how people speak English.

One day when he is walking around in the Covent Garden Market in London he comes across a girl named Eliza Doolittle. She speaks with such a course accent that he is appalled and makes a bet with a friend that he can teach Eliza to speak properly and pass  her off as educated nobility.

In the play he teaches her how to speak clearly and one of the sentences she practices is about the “ rain in Spain”.  ( This song is so well known it is  known by virtually everybody.)

He teaches her the sentence 

“ the rain in Spain stays mainly in the plane” and 

“ in Hartford Hereford and Hampshire, hurricanes hardly ever happen”

Finally after a lot of teaching and frustration by the Professor, Eliza has changed her accent and she speaks with a very clear English accent.To test her speaking and the way she carries herself he takes her to the Ascot horse races to meet all the other Lords and Ladies and people of  importance.

When she's talking to people she speaks very slowly and very clearly and repeats  sentences he has taught her and everybody wonders who she is because she is so attractive and cultured.

Finally there is the big test – a celebration when a special Duke comes to London and Eliza is brought as a mystery guest to the party.

At the party nobody knew who she was but thought that she must be very educated because of the way she spoke.   Professor Higgins won the bet that he had with his friend.

The video of the opening of the Ascot races is one  of the absolute classics of  the stage ,however even to the trained ear  the words of the song are not clear. But the music and the whole stage scenery is so the colorful that it doesn't matter.

My Fair Lady shows that it is possible to learn to speak clearly by practice and  determination.

Therefore keep practicing and go over and over the words to make sure that you pronounce them properly and you will be speaking perfect English in no time just like Eliza Doolittle.
