Hello everybody and welcome to this lesson which is on “Warnings”

 Now ,warnings are special instructions that are put in place for a reason  

This warning is next to the ocean beach where I live and it very clearly says “Warning”

 Warning signs are usually red background with white writing.

Underneath this it says “emergency” then a telephone picture and then“000” so in the case of an emergency you have to dial 000 ( the number zero)and that will take you to the emergency telephone number. You tell the people what the problem is and they will help you.
Now underneath emergency it says
“Tragedies occur on unpatrolled beaches  please swim only between the red and yellow flags.When   flags are not displayed the beach is not patrolled”

 So to patrol is the verb for when the lifeguards are on the beach and they make the beach safe by watching the people swim and rescuing them if they are in danger.

Patrol means to watch over something for a special reason. 

If the flags are red the beach is closed.

If the flags are yellow swim with caution.

 If the flag is green there are good conditions.

 In the circles above the flags there is a green circle with a “tick” and on the right side is a red circle with a “cross” ( in English,we don’t say “x” we say “cross”)

 Underneath it says   next patrolled beach within 800m so that shows that on the lefthand side there is another patrolled beach 800m up the beach however there is no patrolled beach within 800m on the right.

Now on the very bottom of this warning sign are pictures which show what are prohibited on the beach and you can enlarge the picture and see what things are not allowed.
On the right hand side you see a tent – and we are not allowed to pitch a tent – when we put a tent up we can either say “ put it up” OR  we “pitch” it.
,Next you can’t light a fire , you can’t ride a horse, and you can’t drive a car on the beach and so forth.
You have a look at the picture enlarge it, and then you can answer the questions – 
Where is this sign? 
And then what is this sign about?   
After this you will know how to follow instructions.
